A. 
After the award of all subcontracts for the separate components and materials of the various [here state the general category of the mockup such as "exterior wall systems"], and on the basis of the University's preliminary approval of materials and variations (if any) to the proposed design of the [here state the general category of the mockup such as "exterior wall systems"], Subcontractor shall      construct full-scale mock-ups for the purposes of the University's review of the [designs] [construction].

B. 
The scope and sizes of the mock-ups required are set forth on the Drawings. The mock-ups shall be complete in all respects and shall represent the final complete [here state the general category of the mockup such as "wall assembly"],  including [here state the components such as "metal components, precast concrete elements, glazing, sealants and metal finishes".]
C. 
The mock-ups shall be constructed in a location and orientation at the Project site approved by the University and Subcontractor.

D.
No orders shall be placed for [here state the components such as "wall components"] or materials and no fabrication shall take place until the mock-ups are approved by the University.

E.
Where review of the mock-ups may require revisions in any of the [designs,] [ or construction techniques],  all such revisions shall be provided in writing by the University and forwarded to the Subcontractor.

F. 
Unless otherwise directed by the University or specified, the mock-ups shall remain in place until all work on the entire Project is [substantially] complete, whereupon the mock-ups shall become the property of the Subcontractor and shall be disassembled and removed. No materials or components of the mock-ups may be installed as part of the completed Project.

G. 
It shall be the Subcontractor's responsibility to design and construct: structural framework assemblies necessary to support and display the various mock-ups.
