1.01
SECTION INCLUDES

A.
Remove and dispose of surface debris.

B.
Prior to any drilling or excavation, obtain a "Permit to Penetrate or Excavate Surfaces at LBNL" in accordance with Section 01210.  Remove and dispose of paving, curbs, gutters, fences, posts, or structures indicated on the drawings.

C.
Clear site and dispose of plant life and grass.

D.
Remove and dispose of trees and shrubs.

E.
Remove and dispose of root system of trees and shrubs.

F.
Topsoil excavation and stockpiling.

1.03
REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS

A.
Conform to applicable codes and all local, state and federal regulations for disposal of debris and use of herbicides.  Burning of debris, lumber or scrap will not be permitted.

B.
Coordinate clearing work with the Project Manager.

A.
Submit under provisions of Section 01010, General Provisions.

B.
Sample:  one can of tree paint.

PART 2:  PRODUCTS

2.01
MATERIALS

A.
Tree Paint - Tree paint shall be non-toxic, commercial grade, suitable for application on fresh cut branches.

PART 3:  EXECUTION

3.01
PREPARATION

A.
Verify that existing plant life designated to remain, is tagged or identified.

B.
Sawcut paving, curbs gutters and other structures between portion to remain and portion to be removed.

3.02
PROTECTION

A.
Locate, identify, and protect utilities that remain, from damage.

B.
Protect trees, plant growth, and features designated to remain, as final landscaping.

C.
Protect bench marks and existing structures which are to remain from damage or displacement.

3.03
CLEARING

A.
Clear areas required for access to site and execution of work.

B.
Remove paving, curbs, and gutters, fences, posts, or structures indicated on the drawings.

C.
Remove trees and shrubs indicated. In areas to be filled and under structures and roads, remove stumps, and  main root system to a depth of not less than 24 inches below the original ground surface. Depressions made by grubbing are to be filled with structural backfill to the original surface in accordance with Section 02223, Backfill unless further excavation is required.

D.
Clear undergrowth and dead wood, without disturbing subsoil.

E.
Apply herbicide approved by the University to remaining stumps to inhibit growth.

F.
The University's approval shall be obtained prior to removal of any tree branch. Tree branches in conflict with the construction shall be cut off close to the bole in a workmanlike manner.  Remove other tree branches in such a manner that the tree will present a balanced appearance.  Scars resulting from the removal of branches shall be treated with a heavy coat of an approved tree paint.  Removal of three branches shall be under the close supervision of the University.

REMOVAL

A.
Remove debris, rock, and extracted plant life from site.

3.05
TOPSOIL EXCAVATION

A.
Excavate topsoil from areas to be further excavated, relandscaped, or regraded.

B.
Stockpile in area designated on site to depth not exceeding 8 feet and protect from erosion.  Remove excess topsoil not being reused from site.
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
