Manufacture: Karp Associates, Inc., Milcor, or approved equal.

B.
Metal: Cold rolled steel except use stainless steel for doors in ceramic tile and in Food Service areas; 16 gage for frames; 14 gage for panels (20 gage for fire rated doors).

C.
Finish: Baked prime coat except for stainless steel which shall have No. 4 satin finish.

D.
Hardware: Manufacturer's standard hinge assembly except hinges for doors in gypsum wallboard shall be fully concealed, screwdriver cam locks (turn knob and latch for fire rated doors).  Doors generally accessible to public and located within 78" of floor shall have keyed cylinder locks, all keyed alike, 6 keys (total).
